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No Windmills, Cheese or Tulips

19 Dutch designers present the strength of Dutch design during the Japan Design Week 

(31st October – 4th November)

The Tokyo Design Week will be starting this week in Japan! The Dutch exhibition No Windmills, Cheese or Tulips will be on display all week. This unusual still life has been compiled of the works of 19 designers from Eindhoven, Amsterdam en Rotterdam and includes 21 objects that are illustrative of the Dutch design mentality. 

The exhibition ‘No Windmills, Cheese or Tulips’ will be opened festively on 31st October in the presence of almost half of the participating designers from the Netherlands: Wiebe Boonstra, Jurgen Bey, Kiki van Eijk, Chris Kabel, Maarten Baptist, Jo Meesters, Lonneke Gordijn, Margo Konings and Ben Oostrum. Lidewij Edelkoort, the internationally renowned trend forecaster and chairwoman of the Design Academy has also confirmed her attendance, as well as Robert Jan Marringa (Brainport Eindhoven). Marringa will also be holding a speech about the exhibition and the umbrella project NL4Design. 

A three-dimensional painting

These objects will be presented as a still life, like that of the ‘old masters’ who painted during the 17th century:  an artistic composition of objects. In ‘No Windmills, Cheese or Tulips’ the different shapes, colours and textures have been arranged and illuminated to resemble a modern-day ‘best room’; a three-dimensional painting of Dutch design at a high standard of quality. 

The Netherlands, design land
The exhibition ‘No Windmills, Cheese or Tulips’ shows that the Netherlands has more to offer than only windmills, cheese or tulips.  Design, for instance. No matter how small the Netherlands may be, it is still ranks fourth in the world’s major design countries. Dutch designers are world-renowned because of their conceptual abilities. In addition, the ability to translate these concepts into designs that are suitable for mass production has proved an important pillar of success. The exhibition ‘No Windmills, Cheese or Tulips’ is an initiative of Maarten Baptist and Margo Konings and will display 21 designs that will act as a symbol of this so characteristic design mentality.    

‘No Windmills, Cheese or Tulips’ is part of NL4 Design, a programme of activities initiated by the municipalities of Eindhoven, Amsterdam, Rotterdam, BNO (the Association of Dutch Designers) and Premsela (the Dutch platform for design and fashion) to create an international profile for Dutch design. In answer to this, Margo Konings and Maarten Baptist developed the concept for ‘No Windmills, Cheese or Tulips’.
